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First Alliance Credit Union meets with Congressman Tim Walz in Washington, D.C.

WASHINGTON, D.C. – Representatives First Alliance Credit Union traveled to Washington, D.C., March 3-6 to meet with elected officials and take part in the Credit Union National Association’s 2008 Governmental Affairs Conference. Kelly McDonough, President/CEO, Harold Wobschall, Chairperson and Lisett Comai, Marketing Manager, were part of an 83-member credit union contingent from Minnesota, joining more than 4,500 attendees from across the country at this annual conference. 

Minnesota credit union professionals and volunteers spent the first few days sharpening their knowledge and political advocacy skills, and the trip concluded with legislative meetings to discuss credit union issues.

McDonough, Wobschall and Comai met with Congressman Tim Walz on March 5.
“It was a great opportunity to meet with Congressman Walz to discuss the vital role credit unions play in the marketplace” said Kelly McDonough, President/CEO. “We appreciate the opportunity to build a solid working relationship with our elected officials and look forward his support on credit union issues in the future.”
During the meeting, credit union representatives discussed mortgage reform, data security, and the Credit Union Regulatory Improvements Act. The group also informed Congressman Walz of an upcoming credit union initiative working with Homes for Our Troops, an organization that builds specially-adapted homes for injured servicemen, women and their families. Credit unions will provide volunteer support and fundraising assistance to build a home in Minnesota in conjunction with the 2008 Republican National Convention in St. Paul. 
First Alliance Credit Union representatives also attended a luncheon on Capitol Hill on March 5, featuring Sen. Norm Coleman and Sen. Amy Klobuchar. Both Senators acknowledged the positive impact credit unions make in their members’ lives and on Minnesota’s economy. 
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
